Our thanks to Sue Jones. Sue 
explained that Dane County con-
tains parts of four basins (the 
Lower Wisconsin River Basin, the 
Grant-Platte-Sugar-Pecatonica 
River Basin, the Upper Rocker 
River Basin, and the Lower Rock 
River Basin) and all or part of 
20 watersheds. Of these areas 
the Yahara River Lakes at more 
than 18,000 acres of surface water 
are the most heavily used, val-

ued and unfortunately, abused. 
Programs such as Yahara Lakes 
Week which the Take A Stake In 
The Lakes is part, the banning 
of unnecessary phosphorus, rain 
barrel projects, and assisting in 
the development of a manure 
ordinance have been essential 
in the turn-a-round of our water 
quality.

An open letter from Pam 
Blackledge

Love the Ocean? Get Involved.
Divers are important stakeholders 
in ocean management. Whether 
diving is our hobby, our business, 
or our life’s passion, we deserve 
a say about how fish and other 
ocean resources are managed. The 
underwater world is spectacular 
– we all want our children to get 
the same thrill as we get from 
rolling off a boat into the deep 
blue. We divers need to make sure 
that in the future, our ocean holds 
the same vibrancy and the same 
life that we see today. It can’t do 
that without help from us. 
There are many ways to do ocean 
conservation: volunteering for 
beach/reef clean-ups, donating to 
your favorite non-profit, teaching 
others about the sea, voting for 
people who care about the marine 
environment. It’s the political 
aspect of conservation that leaves 
some divers wary: “I don’t want 
to get involved in politics, I just 
want to dive!” 
It’s as easy-and important-as this: 
Congress needs to hear from div-
ers about ocean policy. We divers 
are privileged to be able to experi-
ence the ocean first hand. It’s our 
task to let everybody topside know 
that what’s down there is ours to 
explore, ours to enjoy, and ours 
to protect. We are both stewards 
and ambassadors for underwater 
ecosystems.
The good news is Congress is 

working on ocean policies right 
now. The Magnuson-Stevens 
Fishery Management and 
Conservation Act is the principle 
law governing marine fisheries 
in the United States. You’ll hear 
it called MSA or just ‘Magnuson’ 
and it’s the biggest opportunity 
to do something good for ocean 
ecosystems that’s come up on 
Capitol Hill in years. Magnuson 
was passed in 1976 as a way to 
strengthen our national fish-
ing industry.  During the last 30 
years, as fish stocks from Maine 
to Alaska have steadily declined, 
Magnuson has taken on greater 
urgency as the main tool for 
ensuring a healthy future for both 
America’s fisheries and America’s 
fishing communities.
Congress needs to hear that a 
conservation-minded Magnuson 
is important to divers. Both the 
House and Senate are working 
on drafts – they could really use 
our input. Call your members of 
Congress and let them know that 
Magnuson must contain good con-
servation measures. Not sure who 
represents you? There’s a great 
site – www.congress.org – where 
you just plug in your zip code and 
you’ll have contact information for 
your senators and House repre-
sentatives.
The Conserve Our Ocean Legacy 
(COOL) campaign, based in 
Washington DC, mobilizes div-
ers around the country to get 
involved in ocean advocacy. If 
you want more information on 
Magnuson or how to tell Congress 
that Magnuson is important,
