Letter of Intent for application to city of Madison neighborhood planning grant

This letter is to serve as notice of the Old Market Place Neighborhood Associations intent to apply for a neighborhood planning matching grant from the city of Madison.  The scope of the planning process shall include all properties public and private with in the proposed boundaries.  The boundaries of the area that we intend to plan for shall include the area bounded by Blair St. on the East, E. Washington Ave. on the South, N. Webster St. on the West extending to N. Hamilton St. down to Butler St., Butler St. to lake Mendota on the North side including part of James Madison Park.

The goals of the planning project will be: to establish design guidelines for future development; establish the criteria for historic properties as well as an inventory of historic properties; establish criteria for demolition of existing properties; create priorities for improvements of infrastructure within these boundaries; and to establish a general vision of the Old Market Place Neighborhood in the future.

The neighborhood will be involved in all aspects of the planning process and all businesses located within the boundaries will be invited to participate in public meetings.  A professional planning firm shall be responsible for the creation of the final plan with input from residents, business owners and other stakeholders within the proposed boundaries.

Issues to be addressed by the planning process include but are not limited to: design guidelines for future development, historical preservation, preservation of the character of the neighborhood, demolition standards, and infrastructure improvements.

The planning process should produce a neighborhood plan that creates a vision of the future of the Old Market Place Neighborhood along with reasonable design standards and guidelines.  The process should also produce a reasonable historic preservation standard along with the consideration of the association becoming a conservation district.

The proposed planning area does not encompass the entire Old Market Place Neighborhood because the area outside of the proposed planning boundaries has a neighborhood plan that has been in place since 1995, the Tenney Lapham/Old Market Place Neighborhood plan.  The proposed planning area has not been planned since the 1970's or the last city comprehensive planning process.

The project team for this process shall include but not be limited to Ilse Hecht 283-6000, James Roper 250-1995, Matt Meier 256-3478, Gail Selk 255-0099, Erik Minton 256-1400, Lee Christensen 280-8675, and Alderperson Brenda Konkel.

The estimated budget for this project has yet to be determined but should be in the $25,000 to $30,000 range.
